The report of the Marriage Task Force was considered at 
the Session meeting on April 16.  The MTF presented findings 
from twenty-one months of research into church policy, perti-
nent church theological documents, discussions held within the 
congregation and much more.  The MTF recommended that 
CCPC work within the PC (USA) to change the denomina-
tion’s stance on same-sex marriage.  After considering the re-
port, the Session voted to strongly advocate for the right of 
same-sex couples to have a Christian mar-
riage in the Presbyterian Church (USA); and 
to do this advocacy within the church sys-
tems of governance.  A team is coming to-
gether to discuss strategies of advocacy and 
how to have the most impact.  If you are inter-
ested in working to make Christian Same-Sex 
Marriage legal in the PC (USA) please email me 
at molly@chevychasepc.org.  The Marriage 
Task Force is to be congratulated for their 
thoughtful, caring and prayerful work.  The web resource page 
they developed for CCPC’s website has become a resource for 
other churches.  Many thanks to Betty Kay Kindred, Rich Lin-
dahl, Grace Hyslop, Julia Fegley, Carol Crawford and Britt 
Reynolds.  
 

The Session also voted to take the next steps in hiring a 
new Associate Pastor.  Our Visioning Strategic Plan calls for 
a new Associate Pastor to take on the responsibilities for youth 
ministry, mission, pastoral care and the Board of Deacons.  
The Congregational Nominating Committee will begin a search 
for candidates to serve on an Associate Pastor Nominating 
Committee.  When the APNC is formed, the search for a new 
Associate Pastor will begin. 
 

Have you ever been to a pig roast?  Mark your calendars for 
the Pass the Plate Pig Roast on June 8, 6:30 p.m. at the 
home of Kristen and Steve Best.  It is a fundraiser to help 
augment the church budget.  There will be a roast pig, dancing, 
beverages, a silent auction and I have seen something about 
karaoke.  It is bound to be one of the most fun fundraisers ev-
er.

Many of you will also be wondering about what is happening 
with the departure of our Church Administrator, Ian Rich-
ardson.

Assistant, has taken over responsibility for the 
church membership database and the admin-
istration of the Columbarium.  Members of the 
Administration and Finance Committee and the 
Personnel Committee are currently seeking a 
part-time Bookkeeper as well as looking into a 
Facilities Manager.  In the interim period, mem-
bers of the various committees will be filling in.

May 5 – Miriam’s Kitchen Advocacy Initiatives - Jean Badalamenti, advocacy specialist at Miriam’s 
Kitchen will discuss the organization’s current advocacy efforts to end chronic homelessness in the 
District of Columbia.  She will focus on budget advocacy work and the critical role Permanent Support-
ive Housing plays in ending chronic homelessness, particularly the Housing First (PSH) program.  Jean 
holds a MSW from Howard University and has worked in the District of Columbia non-profit sector for 
more than 20 years.   
 
May 12 – The Early Signs of Alzheimer's  Disease – Sangeeta Bhargarava, a volunteer speaker from 
the Alzheimer’s Association, will discuss the 10 Early Signs of Alzheimer's Disease and the importance 
of early diagnosis.  She will answer your questions about this disease that afflicts more than five mil-
lion Americans and is the 6th leading cause of death in America. 
 
May 19 – The Vatican and the Media- The Vatican has been in the news this year with the resignation 
of Pope Benedict and the election of Pope Francis as the new spiritual leader of the Roman Catholic 
Church.   The Rev. Jane Duffield will discuss findings from her 2008 field study that explored the psy-
chological, sociological and theological dynamics that drive the Vatican’s communications program.   
The cornerstone of Rev. Duffield’s research was an extensive interview with Father Frederico Lombar-
di, the Pope’s press secretary and longtime director of Vatican Radio and TV, at his office in the Vatican.

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Pentecost Offering 2013 
 

Pentecost is the time in our Christian faith that marks the end of the Easter season and celebrates the descent of the Holy 
Spirit on the Apostles of Jesus empowering them for their mission and gathering His followers together as a church. The 
word Pentecost comes from the Greek word pentekostos which means 50, and Pentecost is observed 50 days after the  
resurrection of Jesus. 
 
The event is described in the New Testament in Acts, Chapter 2: 2 When the 
day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. 2 Suddenly a sound 
like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole 
house where they were sitting. 3 They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire 
that separated and came to rest on each of them. 4 All of them were filled with 
the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues[a] as the Spirit enabled 
them.  (Acts, Chapter 2, NIV) 
 
Pentecost reminds us about the power of living each day with God’s pres-
ence in our lives through the gifts of the Holy Spirit, and applying those gifts 
to the needs of others in the community.  In a personal way, it is also a time 
to honor Christ’s sacrifice by demonstrating the fruits of the Spirit, such as 
love, joy, and peace every day. 
 
The Church is central to God’s work in the world, and CCPC is a very generous congregation with many examples of the 
Holy Spirit at work.   CCPC has established programs that represent the power of the Holy Spirit both locally and interna-
tionally.  Two of those important homegrown programs are TAP (Transition Assistance Program) and many projects 
in the Village of Shikokho in Kenya.    
 
The theme of CCPC’s 2013 Pentecost Offering is “Empowering Individuals for Self-Sufficiency at Home and Abroad”.  
Your contributions to the Pentecost Offering will be divided evenly to support both the TAP and Shikokho programs.   
Over the next few weeks, you will be learning more about the important work of these two CCPC projects.  The Offering 
will be collected throughout the month of May and will be dedicated on the Day of Pentecost on May 19.  Please consider 
giving generously to honor the living example of the power of the Holy Spirit in our lives and extend that power to others.

Columbarium Update & Call For Help 
 

The Columbarium Committee has met to review the management requirements for the orderly transfer of Ian Richard-
son’s Columbarium staff functions to Aimee Ranaivoarijaona. The staff tasks relating to the Columbarium are many, 
including entering and updating the computer stored data, maintaining hard files of contracts between purchasers and 
CCPC, meeting with interested parties wishing to purchase space, executing the required purchaser/CCPC agreement, 
keeping an inventory of urns, ordering plaques, and many other necessary details. 

 

Up to now, Committee members have done most of the outside work, such as helping in the opening and closing of the 
niche, sealing the joints between the cap stones, installing the brass plaques, planting and maintaining colorful annuals, 
and overseeing the general maintenance.  To assist members in some of these tasks, the Committee has an urgent CALL 
FOR HELP.  There are only 6 members on the Committee and more “young blood” is needed to augment the 
ranks.  The Committee needs to expand its membership.  The duties are not onerous, members are not burdened, but 
an expanded roster is needed.  The Committee meets perhaps once a year, and members are called on to assist with the 
above tasks when needs arise.  On average, there are 5 inurnments a year, which means that a member might be called 
on 2 or 3 times a year to assist. 

 

As reported in a previous Gateway, the first phase of the Columbarium extension has been completed.  This has hap-
pened just in time since all 48 existing niches have been sold, except for four spaces which are on hold, and one space 
still available.  The Session has approved the second construction phase.  This new wall on the other side will be a mir-
ror image of the just completed wall.  Together the two-phased extension will add 22 niches, space for 88 urns.  A con-
tract with the Pereira Construction Company has been executed and work should start soon and be completed early this 
summer.

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TAP Sees Big Increase in Clients 
 
The Transition Assistance Program saw a whopping  
21 percent increase in the number of clients served in 
2012 compared with the year before. A total of 1,045 cli-
ents made 1,654 visits. Two-thirds of the people seeking 
help were homeless—living in a shelter, halfway house, 
transitional housing, recovery program or on the street.  

Here are a few more highlights from the latest annual re-
port: 

TAP helped 848 people obtain birth certificates and 410 
get non-driver photo IDs which are required for jobs, 
training programs, and subsidized housing. Nearly 
$20,000 of the budget went to transportation—subway 
and bus fare—so clients could commute to a new job 
while awaiting a first pay check or attend a training pro-
gram until their subsidy arrived.  

TAP’s 40 volunteers--from high-school students to  

retirees--worked as interviewers, greeters, clothing sort-

ers, sandwich makers and advisory board members. They 

handled the increased workload along with TAP’s con-

tract outreach worker Juan Carlos Benavides. Church Ad-

ministrator Ian Richardson also provided invaluable help.
